The first letter of all words except for prepositions, articles, and conjunctions should be capitalized in the Title. At least one of the author's name should be designated as the corresponding author with a hash mark (#) used to indicate corresponding author name. It is the corresponding author responsibility to ensure that the author's list and the summary of the author’s contributions to the study are accurate and complete.

2.1. Heading
All headings sequence numbers should use Arabic number system, format style for main heading font type: times new roman; size: 12; all character should be in upper case; and bold; align: center;
2.1.1. Subheadings 

For subheadings use Arabic number system up to two levels after that for more levels used English alphabets uppercase A to Z, small letter a to z the use symbols like bullets. Subheading formats style font type: times new roman; size: 10; the First character should be in upper case; and bold; align: left. For more format style detail refer the preprint manuscript preparation manual.

3. METHOD/ REVIEW

Method section comes when authors are preparing the manuscript for an original research article if author preparing the manuscript for review article purpose so use review section part of the manuscript. 

Method Section, this section should be clarity about how and why a study was done in a particular way. The methods section should aim to be sufficiently detailed such that others with access to the data would be able to reproduce the results. Method section clearly mentions Selection and Description of Participants, Technical Information, Statistic or way to solve problem observe in research. In general, the section should include only information that was available at the time the plan or protocol for the study was being written; all information of problem statement, a solution of problem goal to design to an article on obtained during the study belongs in the results section [1, 2 and 4].

Review Section, this section should be clarity about previous work published by researchers. This section should aim analytical study, meta-analysis, and comparative analysis of previous work done. This section also targets on to find the new areas of research and focus on the future scope of existing work, demand in previous work done by researchers.
3.1. Figures
Different type of figures you can use in your manuscript, preprint suggest different type of diagrams consider as a figure are Graphs, Charts, CKT Diagrams, Block Diagrams, Venn Diagrams, Trees, Timing Diagrams, Network Diagrams, Flowcharts, Histograms, Scatter Plots, Three-Dimensional Diagrams, Population Density Maps, Exploded Views, Screen Shots of Experimental setup, Result of Simulators and others (for more detail for diagram types please visit to https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Diagram) (4).
Preprint formats for figures text, label, resolution, format types, sizing of graphics, sequence number, images, multipart figures, and citation detail refer the read the manuscript preparation guidelines of the preprint. 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Foot note for Image: Vertical lines are optional in tables. Statements that serve as captions for the entire table do not need footnote letters.
3.2. Tables
The label of the table should be placed on the table. All tables in any section must follow one sequence and use Arabic number system for ordering table. If the first Table in Introduction sections the sequence number as Table-1, after next in Method section order as Table-2. Multipart Table should be combined and labeled before final submission. Labels should appear centered above each sub table in 10 point Times New Roman font in the format of (a) (b) (c). Citation for the table should be placed in the label of the table in square bracket (1). Format style of the table content as font type; times new roman; size: 10; text-align: center; line-spacing: 1.0; and for more formatting style details refer the manuscript preparation guidelines of the preprint.

3.3. Equations
All equations used in the manuscript design by the specific tools, use of the image for the equation not allowed in manuscript. For sequence number of the equations should use Arabic number system, the label of the equations should be written as Equations-1, Equation-2…., the text of the label should be font type: times new roman; size:10; bold; right side of the equations. Citation of the equations should be placed in label with square bracket example given below. All the symbols, acronyms, and abbreviation explain after the equations (3).

4. RESULT

Authors should be using either SI (MKS) or CGS as primary units. (SI units are strongly encouraged.) English units may be used as secondary units (in parentheses). This applies to manuscripts in data storage. For example, write “15 Gb/cm2 (100 Gb/in2).” An exception is when English units are used as identifiers in trade, such as “3½-in disk drive.” Avoid combining SI and CGS units, such as current in amperes and magnetic field in oersteds. This often leads to confusion because equations do not balance dimensionally. If you must use mixed units, clearly state the units for each quantity in an equation [1, 3, and 4 to 6]
The SI unit for magnetic field strength H is A/m. However, if you wish to use units of T, either refers to magnetic flux density B or magnetic field strength symbolized as µ0H. Use the center dot to separate compound units.
4.1. Abbreviations and acronyms

Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract. Abbreviations such as preprint, SI, ac, and dc do not have to be defined. Do not use the abbreviation and acronyms in the title, only in extreme cases we allowed it in the title. All abbreviation and acronyms used in tables, figures, and equations should be explained below that.
4.2. Footnotes
Footnotes should be avoided if possible. Necessary footnotes should be denoted in the text by consecutive superscript letters. The footnotes should be typed single-spaced, and in smaller type size (10pt; times new roman), at the foot of the page in which they are mentioned, and separated from the main text by a short line extending at the foot of the column. The ‘Preprint-footnote’ style is available in this template for the text of the footnote.
4.3. Header, Footer  and Disclaimers Sections
Don’t remove or change the header, footer, disclaimers section.
5. DISCUSSION

Discussion section, if needed appear below the result. It is useful to begin the discussion by brieﬂy summarizing the main ﬁndings, explore possible mechanisms or explanations for these ﬁndings and outcomes of review and methods.

6. FUTURE SCOPE

Future scope section contains Future demand, the Future scope of the work, and future development scope in existing article suggestion for other researchers.
7. CONCLUSION

Conclusion section, express the authors the goals of the study stated in the section, also discuss pros and cons of the outcome of the study. Although a conclusion may review the main points of the manuscript, do not replicate the abstract as the conclusion. Authors request to refer the preprint manuscript preparation manual for detail information about formatting style for the manuscript.
